rothers John and William Black were 22 and 19 years old respectively and both attending Wabash

College in Crawfordsville, Indiana, when the Civil War broke out. On April 14, 1861, the broth-
ers enlisted in the 11" Indiana Volunteer Infantry, commanded by future Major General Lew Wallace.
When their three-month term of service expired, they returned home to Danville, Illinois, to help in the
recruiting of a new regiment, the 37™ Illinois Volunteer Infantry, the Frfmont Ri es. John was elected
captain of Company K, William became First Lieutenant. By the time the 37%" was mustered John had
advanced to Major of the regiment and William became Captain of Company K. John was promoted
to Lieutenant-Colonel, then Colonel of the regiment thanks to notable acts of bravery and leadership
on the battle eld, rising to command of the 37" in November of 1862. William Black aspired to higher
rank, but regimental politics kept him in his role as commander of Company K.

Both brothers distinguished themselves on the battle eld, and they are one of the few sets of brothers
to have been awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor: William for single-handedly holding off a
line of charging Confederates at the Battle of Pea Ridge, Arkansas (March 7, 1862), and John for his
leadership at the Battle of Prairie Grove, Arkansas (December 7, 1862) (the awards were not made until
1893).

After the war, both brothers returned to higher education and became lawyers. John Black served
as the U.S. District Attorney at Chicago, President of the United States Civil Service Commission for
nine years, and the U.S. Commissioner of Pensions (1885-1889). He was elected to the U.S. Congress
(1893 1895), and became the Commander-in-Chief of the Grand Army of the Republic in 1903, serving
for two years. William had a successful corporate law practice in Chicago, which he sel essly placed in
jeopardy in 1886, when he agreed to represent the anarchist defendants at the famous Haymarket Riot
Trial.

John Black died in 1915 in Chicago, and was buried in Danville; his brother followed him in 1916,
and was buried in Chicago.

Being educated young men, both brothers wrote home often during their service with the 37 Illinois.
William s body of correspondence is the more complete and more intellectually interesting than John's,
therefore it forms the basis of this, our sixth volume in the series Unwritten Chapters of the Civil War
West of the River.

A total of one hundred and nineteen letters are presented in this volume, covering a multitude of
subjects from the Battles of Pea Ridge and Prairie Grove, Arkansas, to operations in Louisiana and
Texas. William s letters are straight forward, well-written, and informative. Editor Michael Banasik has
added his usual exhaustive historical annotation, and he has compiled the most detailed roster of the
37" lllinois Infantry ever published. The book is further enhanced by other useful appendices, including,
for the rst time since its publication in the St. Louis Daily Missouri Democrat, January 1, 1863, the
infamous Prairie Grove letter by of cer F of the 37", in which the bravery and leadership of Colonel
John Black at Prairie Grove is impugned. The scandalous letter lead to the Court Martial of its author,
the unpopular Lieutenant-Colonel Henry Frisbie.

t had it all: Cemetery Hill, the Corn eld, a cannonade, ignominious skedaddles, valorous stands,
backs to a river, a numerically inferior force triumphing, neighbors ring upon neighbors, refugees, a
bayonet charge, an arms differential, entrenching, casualties, death, bloated corpses, and the wonder and

terror of volunteers seeing the elephant. Evoking such epic engagements as Shiloh, Antietam, or Get-
tysburg, these characteristics belong to the nearly unknown Trans-Mississippi Civil War Battle of Athens
(pronounced Aythens ), Missouri. Commencing around 5:30 a.m. on the sultry morning of August 5,
1861, in Clark County, in the far northeast corner of Missouri near the lowa border, it was over in a
couple of hours.

Long known as the farthest north battle of the Civil War (although Salineville, OH, and St. Albans,
VT were, as historian Leslie Anders put it, nearer to the north pole) Athens was in fact the closest actual
combat came to the state of lowa. The town of Athens, a thriving market community with a population
of about 800 in 1861, stood on a bluff above the Des Moines River in northeast Missouri. Across the
river was the lowa town of Croton, which was connected by rail with the important northern military
hub of Keokuk, lowa. In the early months of the Civil War, a regiment of pro-Union Home Guard
militia under Colonel David Moore occupied Athens while it received military supplies at Croton. A
pro-Confederate Missouri State Guard militia unit under Colonel Martin Green, itself in search of arms
and ammunition, attacked Moore s numerically inferior force on three sides. Better weapons and tactics
decided the battle in the Home Guard s favor. An opening artillery assault by the State Guard overshot
the Home Guard position, went through the front and out the back of the home of a prominent citizen
(the famous Cannonball House, which is still standing) and destroyed at least one building in Croton,
which represents lowa s closest brush with the mayhem of battle.

The Battle of Athens secured northeast Missouri for the Union, although the distraction of Green s
attack and subsequent activity in the area probably contributed to Confederate victories in the Battles
of Wilson s Creek and Lexington. Many of the men of the 1%t Northeast Missouri Home Guard went
on to serve in the 21 Missouri Infantry Volunteers, of which their colonel David Moore became the
commander.

Author Jonathan Cooper-Wiele s mother grew up in Kahoka, Missouri, only 12 miles from what
had once been the town of Athens. He visited the unmarked, overgrown area with his parents during
the Civil War centennial and became instantly fascinated with the battle. Years later, when Athens had

nally been preserved as a Missouri State Historic Site, and after discovering he had two ancestors who
fought at the battle, Jonathan decided to write an article about it.

He rst contacted the Camp Pope Bookshop in early 1998, asking if | would be interested in publish-
ing what had grown into a small book. Considering my own interest in the battle, | had always thought
it could use a comprehensive study, as, although a few dedicated local historians had been promoting
the battle for years, none had been written to date. But then the project got pushed onto the prover-
bial back burner. Two years ago, while selling books at one of Athens s triennial battle reenactments, |
decided it was time to make a serious commitment to nishing the project.

The result is the rst scholarly, in-depth study of the Battle of Athens. Using dozens of contemporary
and historical sources never before brought together in one book, author Jonathan Cooper-Wiele places
a detailed narration of the battle against the backdrop of the historical events in Missouri and the rest
of the nation that led to the Civil War. The maps are new, drawn by Athens Park Ranger Matt Kantola,
making use of archaeological discoveries of the last 20 years. And most of the 55 photographs have
never before been published.
